Coaches, Players, Parents and Fans: 
 
Thank you for registering for the 35th Annual Pacesetter “Sweet 16” Basketball 
Championships. I call it “the greatest gathering of Minnesota talent under one roof all 
year”. We look forward to seeing all of you soon. 
 
Everything is in place for another fantastic Sweet 16. Five state champions from the high 
school state tournament in March will be playing in this event along with many other top 
teams from each class.

FORMAT AND FIELD 
The boys’ tournament has a full 16-team field, including three current state champions: 
Cherry – Class A, Breck – Class AA, and Totino Grace – Class AAA. All four of the final four 
Class AAA teams are playing with Orono, Alexandria and Mankato West in the field, plus 
Class AAAA runner-up Wayzata and Hopkins. All teams will play two games each day. 
 
The girls’ tournament will again feature 12 teams with three Division Final Four 
championships on Sunday: D-1, D-2, and D-3. Last year’s D-1 championship game featured 
a tight battle between Providence Academy and Minnetonka. Both teams won their 
respective high school class state titles in March 2024. Both teams return to the Sweet 16 
along with Hopkins.

BRACKETS 
See the attached brackets and schedules. Four games will be played at one time each day 
from 8:30 am to 5:30 p.m. on both Saturday and Sunday, August 3-4. The boys will “play-sit-
play” each day at 8:30 and 11:00 or 9:45 and 12:15. The girls will have a round robin on 
Saturday, playing two of the three times at 1:30, 3:00, and 4:30.  Sunday games will also 
feature 1:30, 3:00 and 4:30 starting times for the girls. More time is being allowed due to 
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some teams playing back-to-back games. If teams ever need more time when playing 
back-to-back, please ask tournament directors.

GAME RULES – See attached 
All high school rules apply with a few exceptions: 

1) Games will be four 9:00-minute quarters. 
2) Players will be allowed 6 fouls before elimination from the game. 
3) Three full timeouts will be allowed for each game. 
4) Overtime periods will be two minutes with one timeout allowed. 
5) The bonus will always be two shots, starting on the 7th foul in a half. 
6) The shot clock will NOT be used. 

 
SCOREKEEPERS 
Each team must provide one scorekeeper.  One person will keep the Pacesetter 
scoresheet, and the other one will operate the score clock. No other people allowed at the 
score table. Please report to the score table when your team takes the floor. The same 
scorekeeper should keep score for both games. Scorekeepers must be 14 years old or 
older. Scorekeepers should sign in at the Coaches’ Check-in to get a wristband for free 
entry. Thank you! 
 
COACH/SCOREKEEPER CHECK IN 
All coaches and scorekeepers must sign in to get a wristband for free entry. PLEASE TURN 
IN A PAPER ROSTER AT THE TABLE or you’ll be asked to fill out. A limit of four 
coaches/scorekeepers will be allowed per team.
